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My Dear Friends,     FEBRUARY, 2016 

 

I am writing this letter during the Week of Prayer for Christian  

Unity.  Throughout the British Isles at this time, Christians will 

be working and worshipping together.  Like us, in many places 

there will be a United Service of all the major denominations in 

villages, towns and cities, affirming what already exists.  

Celebrating the truth expressed in a well known hymn, which 

will have been sung at many services recently. ôOne Church, 

One Faith, One Lordõ. Celebrating, too, the fact that the things 

that divided us are not greater than the things that unite us.  

 

It was during the ministry of my predecessor, Paul Dean, that the churches in the 

Godalming area entered into a Covenant with each other.  We promised that we 

would do all that we could to work and worship with our fellow sisters and brothers, 

for the cause of Christõs Kingdom here in our town and beyond.  Thatõs not just a 

pious idea, but something that is happening in a variety of ways within the Christian 

community of Godalming.  And to the benefit of all.  We are not interested cultivating 

our own little patch.  We believe that we are better together than apart.  Another 

predecessor of mine, John Walker, was the resident minister, forty years ago next year, 

when our two churches (United Reformed and Methodist) joined together as one in 

the same building.  That was a huge step to have taken, all those years ago, but many 

of you have reason to thank God that it ever happened. 

 

So here we are, a few weeks into a new year.  We face some questions 

that need to be answered in the coming weeks.  All of them related to 

our mission and our future as a church.  One is ô How can you help 

us?õ.

As minister, I 

never cease to be amazed at the level of commitment given loyally 

and in unsung ways by so many of our folk.  Without it our church 

would never exist.  But we need more help ñ not least because many 

who used to serve are no longer with us.  So I hope and pray you will 

take this questionnaire very seriously, and offer to help where we 

need it.
