The Class that meets in our Hall  on Friday mornings is short of volunteer 

drivers and helpers.  The Class that meets in  Guildford in Larch Avenue, 

Bellfields , on Monday mornings is also requiring another driver.  Drivers collect 

members from their homes and bring them in and then return later to take 

them home and are reimbursed 40p per mile.  

These Classes are a very important meeting point for blind and visually impaired 

people in the area.  Some learn Braille, some are taught IT skills using speaking 

computers and tablets but all are able to help one another in various ways ð 

several people have told me it is a lifeline for them.  

The Godalming group meets on Friday mornings from 9.30 -11.30 and re-starts on 

16 th  September  and the Guildford Group meets on Monday mornings from 9.45 -

11.45 and re-starts on 12 th  September .  There are 3 ten week terms 

throughout the year.

The Lammas Room and Vestry have now been changed! 

We have installed new double glazed tinted windows and extra insulation.  The Walls are 
also vertical, internally and the rooms are much cooler already in recent hot weather.  
With the new radiators and extra insulation we should be warmer in the winter too.  The 
rooms are currently being redecorated and will be ready for use from Sunday 11th 
September. 

The builder was RONBER Ltd of Milford, who has done an excellent job, on time and 
within budget.

Most 

people had much larger and much smarter campervans but I had all I needed.  A couple of 

people wanted to see inside and I proudly showed them around.  It did not take long.  One
